Ready-made chat on JavaScript for site – chat plugin
It’s really impossible to implement a chat only using HTML without back-end. But it’s not necessary to create chat server on your own – you can use one of ready-made solutions. Despite of this every month a number of requests like “html chat” are growing.
In the end of the article we attached the file including JavaScript, implemented a simple chat which just can be put into HTML code – and it will be ready to use. The back-end has already implemented. 
Ready-made chat engine based on JavaScript for all types of sites
As mentioned above, it’s impossible to implement a chat only using HTML without back-end. For correct work you need to use comet-server which will be send push-notifications to all chat users. But for represented chat our comet-server is freely provided without any registration. At this rate will be one general chat for all sites which will connect it. It’s really good for sites with low attendance. For those who want to have their own chat supposed to sign up and get freely developer’s ID on the comet-server than indicate it in initialization chat code (use your own ID instead of dev_id: “ “).
The embedding of chat into HTML code of your site
Include the following script into HTML code:

If you want to embed this chat on your site but not in the source option but with some changings, so you can read the article-example about some site look alike this ready-made solution.
The history of messages for the chat
From the history of the comet-server it’s able to download the last of 99 chat messages. For inclusion saving the history of messages in the chat channel you need to perform CometQL query in online command prompt for CometQL on current page in the part “Real time monitor”. 
INSERT INTO pipes_settings ('name', 'length') VALUES ('web_chat_pipe', 10);
The clearance of history
For deleting of history messages you need to perform CometQL query in online command prompt for CometQL on current page in the part “Real time monitor”.
DELETE FROM pipes_messages WHERE name = 'web_chat_pipe';
Pay your attention on the difference in command prompt CometQL: on pages with documentation demo access for dev_id=15, but in the part “Real time monitor” the command prompt for managing your private dev_id.
Other implementations of the chats
In this article has been reviewed a public chat without registration.
· If you want to use a chat for personal contact between two users (one on one), you can use chat plugin of personal contact between users;
· Here it’s one of training examples of chat script with authorization;
· Also one of simple examples of similar chat like a current.

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After that you will successful authorized on the comet-server by using developer’s hash and ID, you can send messages to a certain user via CometQL
For sending message via CometQL perform the following query:
INSERT INTO users_messages (id, event, message)VALUES (25, 'newMsg', 'text');
If you want to get this message to JS, just add the next snippet of code:
CometServer().subscription("msg.newMsg", function(p)
{
    alert(p.data)
});
